ing to log-in through the web-based portal. You can 
also setup the app to notify you in the event of an at-
tendance event, or a new assignment being created or 
graded. To begin, just visit the app store on your ipad, 
and download the òInfinite Campus Mobile Portaló 
app. When you launch the app, it will ask for a URL 
code, which is TKHWDX. You will then be able to 
sign in with your campus portal username and pass-
word. Be sure to turn on notifications so you are noti-
fied when new assignments, grades, or attendance 
events are created for your child.
